Submission and Review Process

The Journal of Intellectual History and Political Thought
Submissions:
All submissions must be emailed to the editor-in-chief (journal@historyofpoliticalthought.net) by midnight (GMT) of the deadline. Submissions will then be checked to ensure that they conform to basic expectations of spelling, grammar, coherency and that they are in line with the journal’s theme. They will also be expected to conform to the following guidelines:  
1. Word Count: 

Submitters are encouraged to present papers of approximately 5000 words. Papers of less than 3000 or more than 7000 words will not be reviewed. Review articles should be between 500 and 1000 words. 

2. Citation method: 

All articles are required to include footnotes rather than parenthetical citation or endnotes. Citations should conform to the Harvard style: 

Footnote: Author date, pp. ##

Works Cited: Author (date). Title, Publishing information. 

3. Spelling and Translation

Only articles written in (British) English will be reviewed. All quotations in another language must be translated (original text can be provided in a footnote or appendix). Single-word terms considered to be of conventional use (i.e. respublica) may remain in the original language. 

4. Format 

Articles submitted should be double-spaced (for ease of reviewing), 12pt Times New Roman font and should include the title but not the author’s name. 
Submissions that do not conform to the above guidelines must be accompanied by a brief and clear explanation for not meeting these requirements. Only reasons related to the academic integrity of the piece will be accepted.   

Review – full article submissions only
If the submissions meet the criteria above, they will be passed on to a blind peer-review process. Each submission will be reviewed by at least two, and no more than three, reviewers – including at least one post-graduate and one established scholar in the field. In addition to comments, articles will be either (1) accepted with no changes, (2) accepted pending suggested changes or (3) rejected. The submitter will be given a second deadline to make the changes and re-submit, at which time the article will be examined by the editorial team and either accepted for publication or rejected. 

Questions or complaints about the submission or review process should be directed to the editor-in-chief, and submitters will not be provided with any details of their reviewers.
